What is Trump? In the game of Bridge, it is often
necessary to know Trump Indicators serve as a
whimsical reminder of what is trump. T rump Indi-
cators were used in the game of Whist and early

forms of Bridge. Trump Indicators come in a v ariety
of forms and shapes. These devices date from the
late 1800s to the early 1930s. Joan Schepps, a
resident of Holyoke and a Silver Life Master in

Bridge, will be featuring her collection of T rump Indicators in the Quirk Gallery at
fistariahurst Museum in Holyoke, Massachusetts for two months beginning in
November. Alw ays attracted to anything with a playing card motif, an unusual item
caught Joans eye about twenty-fiv e years ago while attending the Brimfield Antique
Show. She glimpsed a small porcelain chicken with a clown collar that had the suit
symbols and No Trump on it. She had no idea what it w as and neither did the dealer.

It was irresistible and she purchased it. After lengthy research it w as discovered to be

a Trump Indicator and with that purchase, the collection w as born. Since then, she has
developed the foremost collection of Trump Indicators in America. To Joan, collecting
is a fascinating way to learn about the history of the game of Bridge and the colorful
personalities who w ere dominant in the early days of the 20" century.

Skinner & Sons Silk Story

Each time someone donates documents or objects to the
museum, we learn a bit more about the history of the Skinner
family, the City of Holy oke and the Skinner’s silk business. Re-
cently, a woman who worked in the mills for W illiam Skinner IlI,
donated several objects related to her work for Skinner & Sons Silk
Manufacturing. Of the more interesting items, she gave the mu-
seum her scrapbook of silk production, describing the several types
of thread Skinner used, how much it weighs and how much it cost.
Also in the treasures she donated were dozens of labels off the silk
bales that Skinner imported from Japan. Though we do have some
labels and bolts of material with the Skinner label, we are delighted

to have the labels from Japanese raw silk.

This gift helped us to see a different side of the Skinner's
business; she provided another piece of the puzzle, in this case, a

more personal side to the business. She told us that the Skinners
were very generous to their employees, letting them have the pick of

the store floor for Christmas presents! She also recalled fondly how touched she was that when the mill was
closed after Indian Head Mills purchased it, Mr . Skinner walked through the factory thanking employ ees for

their service and becoming emotional himself.

Currently, we have an exhibit on Skinner’s silk business entitled “Good Silk is Good Bperty” in our
permanent exhibit room on the second floor. Some of these recently acquired objects and documents hag
been added to the exhibit. The exhibit will be on display until November of 2006.
